E/W take the 1st 3 Tricks “off the top”. Now Declarer SOUTH must 

“win” all the remaining Tricks to “make” his contract. On Trick 

#4 EAST leads the Club King which Declarer SOUTH “wins” in his 

“closed” (hidden) Hand. 

 

1. Sitting SOUTH as Declarer you see 2 Club “losers” (Club 

3,2) in his “closed” Hand. As Declarer your main job is 

identifying and “dumping” losers. What is the only “Line of 

Play” that Declarer SOUTH can follow to dump his 2
